e Do not use it or store it in places with high temperatures and humidity.
¢ Do not touch the mirror with your hand. If there are any fingerprints or natural oils from your skin on
the mirror's surface, it cannot project clear images.
+ When maintaining it, wipe it with a soft cloth. Do not wipe it with a damp cloth, benzene, thinner,
and so on.

[ Assembling the Ceiling Reflector Kit

Before assembly, the mirror section should be

facing up.

@ Bend sections A and B 90 degrees in the
direction shown by the arrows, and push
until you hear the holes clip over the rounded
heads of the projecting hooks.

@ Bend section C (the mirror section) in the
direction shown by the arrows (the opposite
direction to sections A and B), and push until
you hear the fin shaped projections clipping
into place. Do not touch the mirror section
directly with your hand, hold it by the edges
during assembly.
